At Casa Dolce in May-
field Heights, the can-
noli are surrounded
by scrumptious cas-
sata cakes, tiramisu,
biscotti, cream puffs
and éclairs, just a few
steps in front of high
shelves overflowing
with fresh breads and
rolls. In the next case
over, classic Italian
dishes beckon: pizza,
sausage and peppers,
lasagna, stuffed arti-
chokes, little towers of
fresh mozzarella and
tomato.
